Tyrone Guthrie Centre Printmaking Residency bursary 

The Tyrone Guthrie Centre artists workplace in Co Monaghan have extended their facilities to include a printmaking studio.  To celebrate this development, a special bursary award for printmakers is being offered in 2012.  This award enables two artists to spend one week sharing the Print Studio plus accommodation in the Stewarts House and meals in the ‘Big House’.

CONDITIONS

1. Applications must be made on the official application form only

2. Applicants must be originally from or currently resident in County Kildare.  
3. This offer is only available through Local Authority Bursary Scheme in 2012.
4. In relation to the selection process, it is important that at least one of the artists is an experienced printmaker and preferably a member of a recognised print studio.
5. Artists will be selected on the basis of their previous achievements and the project they intend to further during their working residence.

6. The bursary will cover board and lodging costs, but does not include travel expenses and candidates must make their own travel arrangements

7. No cash alternative will be offered and the bursary cannot be passed on to a third party
8. Candidates must be over 21 years of age on 20th March 2012
9. Grant aid provided by Kildare County Council must be acknowledged in all publicity material associated with the project. Council logos are available from the Arts Service.  Council reserves the right to publicise the awarding of the Arts Act Grants.      

10. Successful candidates will be asked to provide a short written report to the Arts Service on completion of the residency

11. Awards will be made by an independent adjudication panel

12. All applicants will be advised of Councils decisions in writing.
13. The payment of a grant is not taken as an indication that the equivalent of any grant will be made to the organiser on another occasion. 
14. All applications must be accompanied by 
a. A current biography and/ or cv, outlining details of career to date for both artists
b. A statement of interest outlining the intentions or specific body of work for which the bursary award would be used.  It is expected that the two artists will each specify how he/she will benefit from the collaboration with the other artist.
