THE WILLIAM G. CARROLL EDUCATION BURSARY FOR THE COMMMUNITY

INFORMATION FOR APPLICANTS 

The Bursary is designed to provide an opportunity to study at third level to persons who may not be in a position to undertake a course of study, because of serious economic, social or income disadvantage. The William G. Carroll Bursary will be directed mainly, but not exclusively, at third level courses in the field of community development.

DETAILS OF BURSARY:

The bursary will be funded from monies allocated by Kildare County Council in its annual budget and may be granted in respect of applicants who meet the eligibility criteria.  The Bursary will continue for each of the succeeding years of attendance at the third level institution, (unless otherwise decided) subject to a maximum of 5 years in any one case, and subject to the level of funding available. Bursaries cannot normally be deferred.  

The continuation of the Bursary will be subject to certification by the Head of the relevant faculty of the candidate’s satisfactory performance, including attendance and results for each academic year.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR A BURSARY:

· Applications are invited from persons living in County Kildare who wish to undertake a degree course at a recognised third level institution in Ireland;

· Courses at Masters / Post-Graduate level will not be eligible for funding under the grant scheme;

· The course applied for must be at undergraduate level; 

· Bursaries are not normally available for PLC courses, but will be considered on a case-by-case basis;

· The criteria by which candidates will be assessed in relation to their suitability and levels of disadvantage include:

· The interest, ability and potential of the candidate to study the chosen course;

· The existence and severity of the economic, social or income disadvantage that may prevent the candidate from studying a particular course;

· The candidate’s motivation, commitment and disposition to benefit from third level education and to complete the course of study successfully.

ESSENTIAL CRITERIA:

· Candidates must obtain a place in a recognised third level educational institution ideally, but not essentially, within Kildare. They must demonstrate the ability, motivation and commitment to complete the course of studies successfully;

· Each candidate must be a first time applicant as an undergraduate in third level institute. (Bursary is unavailable to students who are have already commenced third level education.);

· The candidate must maintain a high level of attendance in each module of the course over the period of its duration; 

· The candidate must include details of 2 referees.  At least one of these should be professional / academic. The referees should provide recommendations with regard to the candidate’s academic ability;

· The candidate must demonstrate that they face a significant barrier, making it more difficult or impossible to pursue further education or training, and

· The candidate must maintain satisfactory levels of performance in courses of choice.

SELECTION PROCESS:

The primary aim of the Bursary is to assist students who face significant barriers to progression in education. It is important to provide detailed information that will validate the existence of such a barrier.  This highlights the importance of the candidate providing this information by means of a Personal Statement (See How to Apply). The information provided will be subject to verification and relevant documentation will be sought at the appropriate stage in the selection process.   Kildare County Council, through the County Manager, will appoint a selection panel to assess the merits and eligibility of all candidates based on the application form. Candidates who have complied with the specified criteria may be shortlisted for interview. 

The interviews will principally focus on the candidate’s application and the extent to which they have met the selection criteria. The candidate’s personal statement will give the candidate an opportunity to present their case for a bursary and to explain how the bursary will make a difference to them.  The County Managers decision on each application will be final.

HOW TO APPLY:

Each candidate must submit:

1. Completed Application Form. 

This application form is in 3 Parts and should be completed as follows:

· PART 1 by candidate applying for Bursary

· PART 2 by Parent / Guardian of candidate  (ONLY IF APPROPRIATE)

· PART 3 by candidate’s Academic Referee

2. Personal Statement 1 & 2. (To be completed by candidate) 
Statement 1

· Your interest in your chosen course and evidence to demonstrate this interest.

· Relevance of Course to furthering your academic / employment ambitions;

· Your personal strengths and experiences, which you believe will help you to enjoy and succeed at college.

· Details of any employment, work experience, placement or voluntary work, which you consider support your application.

· Your social, sporting etc. activities and any other interests or achievements.

· Any other information which you consider supports your application.

Statement 2

· Specify any changes economic, social or income disadvantage, experienced by you or your household, which you feel may impede, or prevent you, from continuing with your study.

· The support and assistance, to overcome the barrier of disadvantage, you may need to complete the subject.
