We are looking for people’s own personal views of this- not necessarily the obvious images like the round tower in Kildare or the Curragh- although you can of course enter pictures of these as well!

Entries must be received by Friday 29th of January 2010.

Note: submission of entry is deemed to imply acceptance of the rules.

Entries must be received before 5.00 pm on Friday 29th January 2010. Entries received after this date will not be considered.

Each entrant can submit a maximum of four prints.

Photographs must be mounted on card or similar. Minimum size is 6x4 inches and the maximum is 12x8.

Competitors may enter one age category only.

Photographs must be taken in county Kildare and location must be included.

Kildare County Council regret that they cannot accept liability for any loss or damage occurring to any pictures entered into the competition nor for any other loss or damage resulting therefrom.

Prints may be submitted in colour, monochrome or a mixture of both.

All prints must be on photographic paper. Photos must be labelled on the back with name, title and location.

Digitally enhanced and/or digitally manipulated images are eligible but must be labelled on the back of the print as such. Original files, negatives or transparencies (if applicable) must be available to Kildare County Council on request.

Entries will not be returned.

The copyright of all entries remains with the copyright holder. Kildare County Council reserves the right to reproduce & exhibit, without payment, any entries for any publicity purposes whatsoever.

The decision of the judge is final and no discussions will be entered into.

Prizes are non transferable and non negotiable.

The judges reserve the right not to award a prize in any category where the standard is not deemed to be sufficiently high.
