SCHEME  FOR  THE  UTILISATION  OF  FUNDING


FOR  THE CAPITAL  PROVISION  OF


RECREATIONAL,  AMENITY AND  LEISURE  FACILITIES








A sum of €125,000 is available to support the capital provision of recreational, amenity and leisure facilities.





The Fund may benefit either the acquisition of land for community benefit the capital provision of recreation and amenity land or the development or expansion of facilities attached to such land, e.g. changing facilities, support structures, meeting room etc.





Facilities, that include licensed premises, will not benefit from this scheme.





 Beneficiaries must be properly structured clubs or organisations, registered with their governing bodies, where appropriate. They must have approved constitutions and provide detailed evidence of same, A.G.M. etc. Bodies holding charitable status may receive priority attention. All clubs must be registered with the Registrar of Clubs and Friendly Societies or must be registered as limited companies, limited by guarantee without share capital.





The maximum Grant per annum per Organisation/Group/Club will not exceed €50,000.  The maximum Grant per Organisation/Group/Club in total may not exceed €50,000 over three years.





Applications for funding shall include all relevant and necessary supporting documentation such as background/history, membership, structures, sectors catered for, funding, certified and audited accounts etc.,





Evidence of matching resources must be produced and where necessary certified and audited.  Efforts to source alternative funding must be outlined.  Matching resources must be at a minimum level of 50% pre V.A.T.





Grants may be used as Seed Capital or Credit guarantees subject to full and documented agreement with Lending Institutions.





The offer of grant aid is valid for a period of six months from the date notification of success is sent by letter. If the grant is not availed of within this period (six months) the grant will be deemed to be withdrawn/revoked unless otherwise extended by prior agreement in writing by Kildare County Council. Only one (1) period of three (3) months. Any extension of time will only apply where formally requested by the grantee/club/organisation before the withering of the initial period of six (6) months and approved in writhing by Kildare County Council prior to the expiry of the initial period. 





In assessing applications for assistance particular attention will be given to areas where a Community Sports Forum have been established and a number of Organisations/Groups/Clubs are co-operating in the provision of Community and Multi-Purpose facilities.





In appropriate instances the grant may be used with the agreement of the Council to benefit the provision by the Local Authorities of necessary and important public recreation, amenity and leisure facilities, including active and passive facilities.





The grantee shall comply fully with all statutory, regulatory and the provisions of any licence, permit or other instrument etc., In particular these facilities shall comply fully with the provisions of the Local Government (Planning & Development) Acts 1963 – 2000 and any other statutory legislation or regulation that maybe appropriate or applicable. The grantee shall furnish satisfactory evidence of compliance with the Consolidated Building Regulations 1997 (where appropiate) together with evidence that the works have been carried out to the satisfaction of the Fire Officer. The grantee shall also, where appropriate, furnish a Fire Safety Certificate. Such evidence and certificates shall be furnished at application stage to Kildare County Council. 





A formal Agreement will be signed between the receiving Body and the Council prior to the payment of the Grant.





All beneficiaries must meet public procurement provisions and must hold a Tax Clearance Certificate from the Revenue Commissioners.  Specific attention is directed to the tax clearance procedures as set out in the Department of Finance’s Tax Clearance Procedures Document F49/13/87.  Strict compliance with these procedures is essential and Grant monies will not be paid until Kildare County Council is satisfied that these conditions have been complied with in all respects.





The grantee shall permit the officers and agents of Kildare County Council to inspect the activities and assets, records and accounts of the approved organisation at all reasonable times.  Proper records and accounts shall be maintained and all information and documentary evidence required from time to time shall be furnished by the grantee to vouch compliance with any of the terms and conditions of the Grant aid.





The grantee shall agree to be responsible for any loss, damage or injury of whatever cause, to persons or property arising out of the implementation of the approved project and shall further agree to be responsible for making any compensation therefore and indemnify the Kildare County Council in respect of any action on account of such loss, damage or injury.





The grantee will effect Employer’s Liability Insurance and Public Liability Insurance to indemnity limits to be specified by the Council.  Such policies will indemnify Kildare County Council and the grantee will furnish satisfactory evidence that adequate insurance cover and the necessary indemnities have been provided.  That the Grant-Aided assets will, where appropriate, be kept insured against loss or damage through fire, storm or flooding and if there should be damage or loss the entire insurance compensation received will be used to restore the property so damaged or lost and in the event of such compensation being insufficient for that purpose the deficiency will be made good by the grantees.  That the grantees shall confirm in such manner as Kildare County Council may determine:





	(i)	the sum insured on building and/or equipment;


	(ii)	that the perils of fire and explosion are included in the policy;


	(iii)	that the insurance is on a reinstatement basis;


	(iv)	that the interest of Kildare County Council is noted in the policy and


	(v)	that Kildare County Council will be notified in the event of material 		alternation or cancellation of the insurance policy





The grantee shall provide appropriate documentary evidence, if requested to do so, confirming that they hold clear and valid title to the site, buildings etc., where the grant aided undertaking is being developed.  The nature of the title should be specified, i.e. Leasehold or Freehold.  If Leasehold the terms of the Lease shall be confirmed and supported with copies of the legal document(s).  Leasehold interest to be for a minimum period of ten years.





At any time within a period of ten years from the date of receipt of the latest Grant, the Council may recover from the grantee, its heirs, successors or assigns in title where any terms or conditions attaching to payment of grant aid have not been complied with fully.





Kildare County Council may at any time stop payment of Grants and/or revoke or cancel or abate the Grant or so much thereof as shall not then have been actually paid to the grantee if there is any breach of the conditions attaching to the offer of Grant or if the approved project shall cease to function.





The Grant-Aided assets shall not, without the consent in writing of Kildare


    County Council, be alienated, assigned, sold or otherwise disposed of within ten


    (10) years from the date of payment (of the latest) Grant referred to herein.





    Kildare County Council may at any time within ten (10) years from the date of


    payment (of the latest) Grant, revoke, cancel or abate the Grant in the


    event of any one or more of the following events happening:





	(i)	If at any time any of the foregoing conditions shall not be complied 


		with to the satisfaction of Kildare County Council;





	(ii)	If there should be a material change in the proposals which formed


		the basis of the application made for the Grant;





	(iii)	If an order is made or any effective resolution is passed for the 			winding up of the operations of the grantees;





	(iv)	If a Receiver is appointed over the Grant-Aided property or if distress 		or execution is levied or served on any of the property and is not paid 		off within 14 days;





	(v)	If, without the consent of Kildare County Council, the operations of 		the project should cease;





	(vi)	That if the Grant should be revoked by Kildare County Council the 		grantees will repay to Kildare County Council all sums received in 			respect of the Grant, or so much as Kildare County Council may 			determine and that in default of such payment, such sums  shall be 			recoverable by Kildare County Council as a simple contract debt.








Grant aid shall not be payable unless and until an acceptance of grant aid is signed by the promoter and returned to Kildare County Council. The payment of grant aid shall be made on Kildare County Council being satisfied in its sole and absolute discretion that is has been furnished with the necessary evidence of expenditure and other requirements. Payment shall not be more than that approved in the letter of offer by Kildare County Council, who also reserves the right to reduce the approved grant amount without cause shown in its absolute discreation. Furthermore, payment is subject to funds being available to Kildare County Council. 





No payment of grant aid will be made until works have been completed and/or purchases made to the satisfaction of Kildare County Council. In addition Kildare County Council reserves the right to reduce the grant or withdraw it completely if, in it’s opinion, the work done is unsatisfactory or is not in accordance with the specifications  or if the materials used are not up to the required standard or the applicant fails to observe fully any of the prescribed conditions. Before payment of any grant under the terms hereof, all completed work shall be inspected by Kildare County Council’s officers or agents and if the works have not been completed satisfactorily, no grant aid shall be paid.





The Club/Group undertakes to maintain complete and proper records and accounts in relation to the project.





Kildare County Council will store project information in their computersystem in compliance with the Data Protection Act 1988.





The Club/Group shall acknowledge the support and contribution of Kildare County Council in public announcements and advertising. Kildare County Council shall have the right to include any details of the project being grant aided in any reports or summaries that maybe produced in the national or local media. Kildare County Council also reserves the right to erect signs at project locations.





Any changes of the original grant aid or project specifications must be in writing.





The waver by Kildare County Council of any breach of any of the terms and conditions of the grant aid shall not prevent the subsequent enforcement of that term and shall not be deemed a wavier of any subsequent breach.





Kildare County Council shall not be liable in any way to the Club/Group or any other party for any term, condition, provision, implication, warranty or representation made for and on behalf of Kildare County Council unless same is contained within there general conditions or in the letter of offer of grant aid issued herewith.





 


Such other terms, conditions or requirements that may be deemed appropriate in relation to the operation of the Scheme generally or particular and specific provisions attaching to any single case.
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
