3.        Competition takes place in the auditorium of Riverbank Arts Centre, Newbridge, County Kildare at 8.00pm.  

 

4.        Entrants must fully complete the official entry form and submit it to Crooked House on or before the deadline at 5pm   Incomplete forms will mean entrants are disqualified. 

 

5.        Those listed on the entry form must be involved in the performance of the act.  Crooked House will provide stage management personnel, sound and light operators.  For special requirements please contact the company in advance.  It will not be possible to deal with special requirements on the night of the performance.

 

6.        Only those listed on the entry form will receive a stage pass.   

 

7.        Acts will be selected from entry forms.  The aim of selection is to ensure – where possible – that there is a variety of acts each night and that the event is not, for example, dominated by song and dance acts only.  Entrants will be contacted at least two days before the competition offering them a place – or not – in the competition that week.

 

8.        Each entrant is responsible for supplying their own props, costumes, musical instruments, and whatever special equipment the act requires.  All that will be available in Riverbank Theatre will be a piano, PA System, microphones and stand, stage lights and basic stage decking.  It will not be possible to radically alter the lights for each act.
