To consider Notice of Motion.


Submitted by Cllr. P. Clear

(a)
“That Naas Town Council agree to implement a one way traffic system on John’s Lane”.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Clear and seconded by Cllr. Glennon.

The Members considered the report by the Area Engineer.  The Town Clerk stated that he would review the matter in consultation with the Town Engineer when he returns from annual leave and undertook to come back to Cllr. Clear directly on the matter.

“That this Council immediately commence building the skate board park on the Caragh Road as adequate funding is in place”.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Scully and seconded by Cllr. Creevey.

The Members considered the report by the Town Clerk.  The Members expressed their disappointment with the report and advised that all present were in favour of the motion and requested that the Town Engineer should investigate the costs of the skateboard park again with a view to getting a more competitive price. 

Mr. O’Sullivan stated that the officials have concerns over whether the project can be delivered to the necessary standards and specifications.  Mr. O’Sullivan undertook to request the Town Engineer to re-evaluate the matter and report back to the Council and 
assured the Members that the €200,000 put aside by the Council would not be put into any other project without first reporting to the Members.

“That Naas Town Council will consider a change to introduce a longer orderly taxi queuing system on Thursday, Friday and Saturday nights, along South Main Street East from its junction with Church Lane to McCormack’s Pub, now that there is a much changed business face on that side of the street after 7 pm”.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Moore and seconded by Cllr. Behan.

The Members considered the report by the Town Clerk.  The Members requested that the Council write to the Taxi Regulator and invite her to attend a future meeting of the Council.  In the interim, the Town Engineer, in consultation with the Gardai, would give consideration to extending the current taxi rank on South Main Street East on selected evenings during the week.

“That this Council immediately install anti-speed measures in Dun na Riogh estate or if cannot afford ask the developer to carry out the task”.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Scully and seconded by Cllr. Creevey.

The Members considered the report by the Town Clerk advising that Dun na Riogh has not yet been taken in charge and the Council are currently awaiting the submission of as constructed drawings and vesting maps in respect of same. 


The Town Manager stated that the officials would try to progress the matter of the taking in charge of the estate and advised that it would be wise to defer the motion.

Cllr. Scully reworded the motion to; 

“That this Council install anti-speed measures in Dun na Riogh estate or if cannot afford ask the developer to carry out the task”. 

The reworded motion was put to the vote and was defeated with 6 members voting against and 2 Members voting in favour of the motion.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Moore and seconded by Cllr. Behan.

The Members noted the contents of the report prepared by the Town Clerk stating that Naas Town Council already uses other energy providers for a number of locations in the town including the Town Hall, the pump houses at Monread and Sallins Road and the chapel and lodge at the cemetery.  The report also said the Council would continue to seek better value for money from all the energy service providers. The members welcomed the report.

Cllr. Glennon left the meeting that this stage as she had a prior appointment.

The Councillors accepted the written report (as circulated).

The Members marked as read the motions from the motion as read; received from Shannon Town Council, Nenagh Town Council, Monaghan Town Council and New Ross Town Council.

The Mayor noted that Kildare Co. Council had approved their Traveller Accommodation Programme and queried if Naas Town Council had such a programme.  The Town Clerk stated that Naas was included as part of the Kildare programme.

The Mayor advised the meeting that the Ladies Basketball Team from Central New York were available to meet the members on the Wednesday after Easter (15th April).  He also advised the members that a group from Dillingen, including the Mayor and some Councillors, would be on the review stand for the Easter Parade to be held on Sunday 12th April.

The Town Clerk reminded the Members to submit any suggestions / proposals relating to the Special Speed Limit Review to the Naas Area Committee in advance of their meeting on Tuesday 21st April next.
