To consider Manager’s Orders and Planning Applications received since last Monthly Meeting (7:00 – 7:30pm in committee).
Cllr. Clear raised the matter of the traffic lights being out of sync at Ashgrove. The Town Engineer advised that Kildare Co. Co. would be addressing the issue.  The members also discussed a number of planning applications in the Town.

2.
To consider minutes of April Monthly Meeting held on 21st April 2009 

The minutes were proposed by Cllr. Callaghan and seconded by Cllr. Power and agreed by the meeting.

To consider the lease of premises on Basin Street in accordance with Section 183 Notice (copy of Notice already circulated)

The lease of the premises on Basin Street to the Naas Citizens Information centre was proposed by Cllr. Mc Carthy and seconded by Cllr. Clear.

To note Progress Report (to be circulated).


The Members noted the Progress Report.

5.
Report on Taking in Charge

The Members considered the report by the Town Engineer who advised that notice had been given in accordance with section 180 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and Section 11 of the Roads Act 1993 for the following estates and roads and were to be formally taken in the charge of Naas Town Council; 

Kerdiff Park, Lakelands, Sunday’s Well, Rathasker Heights

Carraig Oscair, Ashfield Park, Meadow Court, Chestnut Hill

Thornbrook, Oldtown Rise, Oldtown Close, Oldtown Crescent

Oldtown Drive, Oldtown Villas, Oldtown View, Oldtown Heights

Oldtown Court, Oldtown Lawns, Oldtown Green, 

Monread Avenue and Maudlings Avenue

Cllr. Behan proposed and Cllr. Power seconded the taking in charge of the estates as listed by the Town Engineer and they were all agreed by the Council. The Members thanked the Town Engineer for all the work carried out on the taking in charge of estates.

6.
Update on Revised 2009 Roads Programme

The Town Engineer updated the Members on Progress on the 2009 Roads Programme.  Cllr. Glennon asked that all the Residents in the vicinity of St. Michael’s Terrace be consulted in advance of any works commencing on the proposed one way system. 

Cllr Callaghan noted that the exits at Storm cinema were very dangerous and the Town Engineer confirmed that the unregulated exits were not incompliance with planning permission and that this matter would be taken up with the developer.  Cllr. Clear asked that the Council consult fully with resident’s associations if any trees were to be removed as part of improvement works.

Cllr. Scully enquired whether road works on the Monread Road could be carried out during the school holidays to alleviate traffic congestion during peak times. The Town Engineer advised that there would be a minimal level of imposition for motorists during the works without the need to schedule the works to the summer.

Cllr. Glennon enquired on the status of the set down area for the Convent school at the Sallins Road.  The Members agreed that a meeting with the Naas Area and the Naas Town Engineer should be organised immediately to produce a solution and provide safe access for the schools.

7.
To note reports from Conferences.

Cllr. Behan attended the IPBMI conference whereby he advised that some losses had been incurred during the current climate but that the organisation were holding their own and were still reducing premiums.

8.
To note reports from Sub-Committees 


Cllr. Moore reviewed the work of the Council since 2004 and thanked the Members for their assistance and co-operation during the lifetime of the current Council.  Cllr. Scully asked that no decisions on the funding for the skateboard park be taken until after the elections as he considered that sponsorship should be investigated.

9.
To consider motions and correspondence received.

The Members noted the motion from Mullingar Town Council urging the Health Service to provide more support for dimentia sufferers and their carers.

The Members agreed with the motion of Monaghan Town Council that the Department of the Environment and Local Government should ensure that the decision not to notify vehicle owners when their NCT is due to be reversed.

The Members agreed with the motion from Killarney Town Council calling on the Government to have a National Carers Day to sit alongside other national days.

10.
To consider any other business properly arising.
The Town Clerk advised the Members that the AGM had to be held within 10 days of the elections and noted that the standing orders would have to be amended to account for this.

Cllr. Callaghan presented Cllr. Moore with a commemorative medal for his service as Mayor in the last year.  The Members paid tribute to Cllr. Glennon and Cllr Creevey who wouldn’t be seeking re-election and wished them well in their future endeavours.  The Town Clerk and Town Manager also paid tribute to Cllr. Glennon and Cllr. Creevey for their service to Naas.

This concluded the official business of the meeting.
