Minutes of the Naas Town Council Monthly Meeting held on 20th October 2009 in the Town Hall, Naas, Co Kildare at 7.00 pm

1.
To consider Manager’s Orders and Planning Applications received since last Monthly Meeting (7:00 – 7:30pm in committee).

The issues discussed under this item are in committee and are not recorded in the minutes.  

Cllr. Clear advised the meeting that the Moat Theatre have requested a hearing at the next meeting of the Council.  The members agreed to meet a delegation at the next meeting of the Council.

Cllr. Callaghan then paid tribute to former Councillor, friend and colleague Mr. Paddy Behan on the death of his wife Ann whose funeral took place on Monday 19th October.  Cllr. Callaghan proposed a short adjournment of the meeting as a mark of respect and this was seconded by Cllr. Bracken and agreed by the Council.  A short adjournment of the meeting then followed.

2.
To consider minutes of September Monthly Meeting held on 15th September 2009 (as circulated) 

The minutes were proposed by Cllr Moore and seconded by Cllr Scully and agreed by the meeting.  Cllr. Callaghan requested that two amendments be made to Section 14 (AOB) in relation to the item on the vote to support the Lisbon treaty and on the item relating to the AMAI conference. He stated that the names of the members and how they voted should be recorded in the minutes.  The amendments were agreed by the meeting. 

3.
To consider the Manager’s Report on submissions received in relation to the review of the Naas Town Development Plan and to consider any directions that may be appropriate regarding the preparation of the Draft Development Plan.

Mr. John Lahart, Director of Services, Mr. Michael Kenny, Senior Planner and Ms. Elaine Donohoe, Executive Planner were then welcomed to the meeting.

At the outset, Mr. Kenny outlined the development plan procedure for the benefit of the meeting.  

Ms. Donohoe then went through each direction received from the Members and outlined, individually, the responses and recommendations that had been prepared in relation to same.  (Appendix 1 attached).

Cllr. Callaghan asked that a direction that he had submitted also be reviewed by the meeting.  The motion was “that this Council explore the possibility of providing land in close proximity to the Naas Sports Group for Sports and Recessional Facilities”. The Planners agreed to include this item in the list of directions from the Members.

Mr. Kenny advised the meeting that the Draft Development Plan would be prepared over the coming months and the officials will report back to the Council again in early February 2010.  He stated that between the months of February and April the officials would be going through the Draft Plan with the members.  Mr. Kenny further stated that the officials would also be engaging with the other Statutory Bodies in the interim.

4.
To fix date for the Civic Awards Scheme

It was agreed that the Civic Awards Night would be held on Friday 15th January 2010.

5.
Appointment of Sub-Committees

After some discussion on the matter, the following sub-committees were agreed;

The Mayor, by virtue of her office, is a member of each sub-committee.

The Town Manager advised that each Sub-committee would elect their own Chairperson and advised that agendas and minutes of meetings should be recorded.  Following a query, Mr. O’Sullivan advised the members that the quorum for each committee is not less than 3.  

A short discussion then took place in relation to the times that the meetings should be held and it was agreed that each committee would agree their own schedule of meeting times, bearing in mind the availability of members and officials outside of normal working hours.

11.
To note Progress Report 

The members noted the Progress Report.

12.
To note reports from Conferences

Cllr. Dunne stated that he attended a conference on 26th September and that he would provide the Council with a copy of his report.

10.
To consider Housing Progress Report for quarter ending 30th September 2009.

The Town Clerk again referred to the Housing Report for quarter ended 30th September 2009 and advised the meeting that following an allocation of funds from the Department of the Environment & Local Government, the Council were in the process of purchasing a number of houses in various estates in the town for social housing.  

Cllr. Callaghan stated that the allocation of €7 million from the Department was very welcome.  He asked for a breakdown of the units and the number of bedspaces in each.  Cllr. Callaghan queried if all of the €7 million allocation would be used to purchase these houses or if a portion of the money would be set aside for repairs.

The Town Clerk stated that he would circulate the members with details of the house locations and types.  He further confirmed that the €7 million allocation was purely for the purchase of the houses and could not be used for repairs.

Cllr. Moore also welcomed the €7 million allocation.

Cllr. Bracken congratulated the officials and again asked for a breakdown of the houses and their owners.  

Following a request from Cllr. Scully, the Town Clerk agreed to circulate a copy of the current Scheme of Letting Priorities adopted by the Council, to the members.

9.
To consider Financial Report for month ending 30th September 2009

The Town Clerk outlined the contents of the Financial Report for the benefit of the meeting.  Cllr. O’Kelly noted that some of the expenditure figures seem to be quite low and Cllr. Moore congratulated the officials and stated that the figures are a good reflection on the staff and officials of the Council.

The Town Clerk stated that a number of expenditure items may appear low now but that the budget figures would be reached by year end.  He added that, in some cases, invoices were not generated until the last quarter of the year.

6.
Report on proposed one-way system for St. Michael’s Terrace

The Town Engineer outlined the proposal and recommended to the members that they proceed with the plans.  

In his report, the Town Engineer addressed the points raised in submissions received from local residents and members of the public.

Cllr. Scully felt that the proposed direction of the traffic was not correct and should be reviewed.  The Town Engineer stated that he did not agree with Cllr. Scully and stated that the proposed direction of traffic is to benefit the residents and should specifically stop the rat run.  He stated that traffic should use the ring roads and do not have to go through any housing estates.  The Town Engineer felt that if the direction of traffic was changed, the area would continue to be used as a rat run.  He stated that it is also proposed to ban right turning traffic which would make it safer for the local residents so that the only traffic going through St. Michael’s Terrace would be local residents.

Cllr. McDaid queried if the bottom of the road could be blocked off and the Town Engineer stated that this would not be possible as emergency vehicles, bin collection lorries etc would be unable to gain access.  

Cllr. Dunne queried if the banning of the right hand turn was included on the original proposal.  He stated that he had spoken to most of the residents and that they don’t seem to be aware of this amendment.

Cllr. Moore stated that the traffic issue should be secondary and noted that the main concern of the Council is the safety of the residents of St. Michael’s Terrace.  He stated that motorists would not be hugely inconvenienced and that they would get used to the change.

Cllr. Breen stated that the residents should be consulted in the process.

Cllr. Scully stated that safety would be achieved by making the road one-way and stated that traffic should travel in a clockwise direction.  He stated that it would be a major issue if it goes ahead in its current format.  Cllr. Bracken agreed with Cllr. Scully and stated that it is important that there is a right-hand turn.

In response, the Town Clerk stated that the view of the public had been taken into consideration and that all residents had been contacted directly regarding the proposed system.

Cllr. O’Kelly stated that he felt the issue of the banning of the right hand turn was a material change.

The Town Manager advised the members that they do not have to make a decision on this matter immediately and suggested that this item be deferred.  He suggested that the members study the Town Engineer’s report and stated that their decision should be guided by the Traffic Management Plan.

Cllr. Callaghan stated that the Council should consult with the residents of the area before the next meeting.  It was agreed to defer this item for 1 month.  Details of the submissions received are to be circulated to the members in the interim.

Report on Access to Town Hall

The Town Engineer gave a presentation on proposals for access to the Town Hall. Mr. Flynn outlined the likely cost of the scheme and stated that the proposal for improvement works would have to go through the Part 8 process. The works themselves were estimated to take 8/10 weeks. The Members welcomed the presentation and gave their support to the proposal.

7.
Consider Draft Pay Parking Byelaws

The Town Engineer circulated a map of the proposed amendments to the parking byelaws to each member and he outlined the contents of his report.  He stated that the procedure involves putting the byelaws on public display and members of the public are invited during this time to make submissions to the Council.

In response to a query from Cllr. Scully, the Town Engineer advised the meeting that the parking bye-laws pertain to public roads only and not to private areas.

Following a query from Cllr. O’Kelly, the Town Engineer stated that the notice would be published in the newspaper the following week.  Mr. Flynn explained that following the publication of the notice, all submissions would be compiled (including from the members themselves and from members of the public), and the amended byelaws would then be brought again before the members for consideration.

8.
Update on taking estates in charge

The Town Engineer noted that he had provided the members with a detailed report on estates in charge at the July meeting of the Council.  Mr. Flynn stated that he would have a further report to hand on this matter for the members before Christmas.

13.
To consider Notices of Motion


Deferred from September Monthly Meeting


Submitted by Cllr. D. Scully

(a) “That this Council will take all of Dun na Riogh into charge as quickly as possible”.

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Scully and seconded by Cllr. McDaid

Cllr. Scully noted the report from the Town Engineer.

14.
Submitted by Cllr. A. Breen
(a) “Estate Road Sweeping.  That the Council institute a programme so that all Town Estates are swept on an organised basis and at an agreed frequency.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Breen and seconded by Cllr. Dunne.

The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised that the Council rarely sends the sweeper into private estates mainly because the sweeper is not large enough and for financial reasons.  The responsibility for the cleanup of estates primarily lies with the residents of that particular estate.  If the Council were to put a programme in place to clean every estate on a regular basis, it would have significant implications on the Council’s finances.  The Town Clerk recommended that the Council continue to operate as now and work with Residents Associations in assisting with their cleanups.

15.
Submitted by Cllr. G. Dunne

(a) “That Naas Town Council would use the stone recovered from the bridge on the Friary Road to provide a suitable resting place for Urns as is the proposal in the St. Corbans cemetery byelaws 2008, and also to use this material to erect a wall of remembrance to facilitate next of kin to erect a plaque in memory of a departed loved one who may have been cremated.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Dunne and seconded by Cllr. Breen.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised the meeting of the Council’s intention to build an art piece out of the stone in a new public park along Friary Road.  However, he stated that if the members’ preference was to support the motion, the Council could store the stone safely until the new structure is ready for construction, however, funding would have to be set aside for the project.  

Cllr. Moore stated that he agreed with the motion and commended Cllr. Dunne on same.  The motion was agreed by the Council.

16.
Submitted by Cllr. S. Moore
(a) “That Naas Town Council Executive bring forward proposals for the future use of the Town Hall site and building.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Moore and seconded by Cllr. Callaghan.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised that the members could submit suggestions for the future use of the Town Hall site and building to him should they wish to do so.  

In proposing the motion, Cllr. Moore stated that the Town Hall is a beautiful building and stated that if it was developed in a futuristic type of way, there would be no problem with heating, etc.  In seconding the motion, Cllr. Callaghan stated that the building had huge potential.  While supporting the idea of the motion, Cllr. O’Kelly stated that he would like to see a more co-ordinated approach and Cllr. Bracken stated that she would like the Town Hall to remain a community use.

The motion was agreed by the Council.

17.
Submitted by Cllr. A. O’Kelly and Cllr. E. McDaid
(a) “We call on Naas Town Council to affix a sign to the parking meter outside of Fairgreen carpark to warn potential owners that the meter is for the on-street parking only and not for the nearby carpark.  Many local people and visitors are getting caught out by the private clamping company operating in the park.  This measure will provide clarity to many people.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. O’Kelly and Cllr. McDaid and seconded by Cllr. Scully.

The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised that two such signs were already in place on that particular meter and they had been in place for the past 3 months.

Cllr. O’Kelly stated that he had received complaints regarding this matter in the last few weeks.  It was noted that the new pay parking machines would be installed in the next week or two and that the Council meter would be moved from its current location which should minimise the confusion.  

18.
Submitted by Cllr. A. O’Kelly
(a) “That Naas Town Council prohibit the parking of HGV outside of Ballycane Church as this presents a serious safety issue to the people in the area.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. O’Kelly and seconded by Cllr. McDaid.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised that the matter be referred to Kildare County Council’s newly-formed Transportation SPC and that they be asked to formulate a policy which could then be rolled out countywide. 

In proposing the motion, Cllr. O’Kelly stated that the trucks provide a very big visual screen and it is very hard to see beyond them.  He stated that there is a safety issue here both for motorists and pedestrians, especially for small children.  In seconding the motion, Cllr. McDaid stated that the area outside Ballycane Church is not an acceptable place for HGVs to park as both the Church and school are in the vicinity.  

Cllr. Scully stated that it is up to the employer to provide a parking place for their trucks.  Cllr. Moore referred to the proposed danger and noted that the matter was already included on the Progress Report.  He stated that sometimes the drivers just leave the trailers there, which is even more hazardous.

The Town Clerk suggested that the matter could be addressed under the byelaws.  The Town Engineer advised the meeting that the Council could ban trucks from parking in that area, however he stated that it would result in the trucks parking in housing estates instead.  Cllr. O’Kelly undertook to carry out further research into the issue and asked that the item be considered again by the Council at a future date.

19.
Submitted by Cllr. P. Clear
(a) “That Naas Town Council install universal access to the Town Hall as a matter of urgency.”

21.
Submitted by Cllr. R. Bracken

(b) “Plans should be advanced to incorporate wheelchair and children’s buggy access to Naas Town Hall.”

The above motions - (a) submitted by Cllr. Clear and (b) submitted by Cllr. Bracken were taken together.

The Town Engineer presented a slideshow of proposed improvements to the Town Hall to the meeting and outlined the Part VIII procedure.  The members agreed that the proposal was very welcome and congratulated the Town Engineer on his work. 

20.
Submitted by Cllr. E. McDaid
(a) “In line with extended development on the Sallins Road, that the Council install traffic calming measures/pedestrian crossing in the Oldtown Area of the Sallins Road.”

The Town Clerk advised the meeting that the Sallins Road is classified as a Regional Road and is therefore the responsibility of Kildare County Council.  He suggested therefore that this motion be referred to the Transportation Dept of Kildare County Council.

21.
Submitted by Cllr. R. Bracken

(a) “All further traffic management plans should incorporate priority lanes or other incentives to encourage car pooling by workers and students.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Bracken and seconded by Cllr. Breen.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk who advised that such a scheme would be expensive to deliver and difficult to police.  He suggested that Naas does not have the traffic or population figures to merit such a scheme and stated that the current town Traffic Management Plan does not make any reference to priority lanes for car poolers.

Following comments from Cllr. Bracken, the Town Clerk advised the meeting however that the issue of car-pooling could be considered in-house by staff working in Áras Chill Dara.

14.
Submitted by Cllr. A. Breen

(b) “That the Council consider initiating a plan to repair and maintain the surrounding wall of the Moate which is currently in a bad state of repair.  This would need to be carried out before further damage is done.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Breen and seconded by Cllr. Dunne.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk, which stated that the ownership of the wall would need to be confirmed.  He advised that if the wall and land are in the Council’s charge, funding would have to be set aside for any necessary repairs and this issue could be discussed further at budget time.  

16.
Submitted by Cllr. S. Moore
(c) “That Naas Town Council Executive bring forward proposals in advance of the Annual Budget, for the reduction of costs, suspended services, sell back, lease extension or simply tear up the contract, on the €38,000 yearly outlay for a public convenience that is seldom used.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Moore and seconded by Cllr. Callaghan.  The members considered the report by the Town Clerk which stated that the contract for the public facility in Abbey Street was signed in October 2003 for a contract term of 20 years.  He stated that the terms of the agreement included severe penalties for cancellation.  

In proposing the motion, Cllr. Moore stated that there should be some sort of an escape clause.  In seconding the motion, Cllr. Callaghan stated that the public convenience is not good value for money and a copy of the agreement should be sent to the Council’s Solicitors.  Cllr. Scully stated that it was astounding that a 20 year contact was signed.

The Town Manager stated that the Council would take legal advice and noted that he was at a disadvantage as none of the current executive were involved in the agreement.  Cllr. Scully asked that he be provided with a copy of the contract.

The Town Clerk agreed to circulate a copy of the agreement to all members.

(b) “That Naas Town Council agree to request the Minister and Department of Defence to present the town with one of the recently de-commissioned 25-pounder Field Guns for siting at Áras Chill Dara as a link to its historic military past.”

The motion was proposed by Cllr. Moore and seconded by Cllr. Callaghan. 

Cllr. Moore in proposing the motion stated that the guns are very valuable and that many towns would be asking for them.  He stated that if Naas Town Council was successful in obtaining one of the Field Guns, it would be a fine way to commemorate the military history of the town.

The Town Clerk stated that he would make a formal request to the Minister and added that, in the event of a positive response from the Department of Defence, agreement was required from Kildare County Council to site the gun at Aras Chill Dara.

To consider Questions

(i)
Submitted by Cllr. A. Breen

(a) Friary Road Development:  What is the status of the proposed new road development on Friary Road and in particular the removal of the Railway Bridge as this will impact on the traffic situation on the Blessington Road?

The works in question have already gone through the Part VIII process which was passed by the members of the Council and the CPO is presently with An Bord Pleanala for consideration.  An oral hearing is planned for 4th November in Kilashee House Hotel to allow all sides to voice their concerns, after which a decision will be taken by the Board.

(b)
Historic Trail Road Signs:  What do the Council propose to do in relation to the reported spelling mistakes on these road signs.  Do we know the extent and the number of errors and what will be the cost and who will be expected to pay?

The Town Clerk reported that the Council went through a rigorous process with Fáilte Ireland and our Consultants in deciding on the appropriate Irish translations.  It is disappointing that, rather than appreciating and giving positive reports on this project, the assertions of one individual would be allowed to taint this fine work.  No revisions are therefore planned to these signs and therefore no extra costs are envisaged. 

(c)
Litter:  Do the Council have any responsibility with regard to litter/rubbish left on the periphery of estates and to connecting lanes between estates, e.g. Lane between Kingsfurze Avenue and Woodlands?

The responsibility for litter rests with the individual who discards it in the first place.  The Council has responsibility for emptying the street bins which it installs and also provides additional street sweeping and cleaning services in the town.  The Council works together with various community groups to encourage community support in keeping the town clean and provide civic awards, advice and financial support to residents groups to help them maintain their estates free of litter and weeds.  Resource restrictions do not allow the Council to pick litter in estates.  However, in exceptional circumstances the Council has carried out clean ups of laneways or areas that have experienced excessive dumping.

(a)
What fixed or overtime working schedules are now provided by the Traffic Warden Service on the streets of Naas in recent times?

The Community Wardens currently operate from 8:30am to 5:00pm Monday to Friday inclusive and from 8:30am to 4:00pm on Saturdays.  On certain weekdays, wardens may start at 9:00am and finish at 6:00pm.  No overtime is paid at present.

(b)
Will there be Christmas Lights in Naas for the Festive Season of Christmas 2009?

Following a decision by the Chamber of Commerce to discontinue their involvement in providing Christmas lights in the town, the Council undertook to seek tenders from interested parties.  Responses are currently being evaluated.  It is anticipated that the net result will be that there will be lights in Naas but perhaps not to the same extent as in previous years.

At times of financial hardship, the services of Family Resource Centres will be needed more than ever.  Rather than considering closing or reducing the FRC programme, it should be developed and expanded.

(ii)
The Family Support Agency is the best vehicle to deliver the Family Resource Centre Programme and the Agency should be maintained.  If any changes are to be made to the FRC programme or Family Support Agency, the Family Resource Centre National Forum must be consulted on the way forward”.

Received from South Tipperary County Council

“I call on this Council to write to the Minister for Education and Science expressing opposition to the proposals relating to the re-introduction of third level tuition fees.  I strongly urge that each and every member of South Tipperary County Council will fully support the Student Support Bill”.

“That Clonmel Borough Council calls on the Government and Minister for Social and Family Affairs to reverse the decision not to pay the Christmas bonus to Social Welfare recipients”.
