12. Successful candidates will be asked to provide a short written report outlining their experiences, on completion of the Summer School, to Kildare County Council.

13. Kildare County Council reserves the right to advertise the awarding of the bursary.  Successful candidates may be asked to contribute to promotional material.  

14. All recipients of grant assistance under the Arts Act Grant Scheme for projects involving children or young people must have appropriate policies in place as regards Child Protection. Kildare County Council Arts Service will also require confirmation that the appropriate insurance policies are in place.
15.  Awards will be made by an independent panel.
