Amenity Grant Scheme

This new scheme proposes to give grants to community groups engaged in environmental type activities.  Such activities may include:

· Tree/shrub planting – a higher grant will be paid to applicants using native species.  A list is available, with planting guidelines.

· hanging baskets/window boxes

· installation of seats/picnic tables

· name stones/welcome signs

· purchase of gardening equipment etc.  

· creation of wildlife areas

· heritage/restoration projects – some structures may be Protected Structures or National Monuments.  In such cases the advice of the Conservation Officer or Heritage Officer is available.

· These activities must take place in public open spaces, not within housing estates.

· Grants will not be paid to residents associations as a scheme already exists for such purposes. 

· Grants will not be paid to individuals.

· The advice of the Heritage Officer should be sought if embarking on a project which might adversely affect the natural or built environment.  All applications will be screened by her to ensure compliance with heritage regulations.

NOTE: Grant Payment Terms under the Amenity Grant Scheme

Grants of up to €1,500 are available, up to a max of 75% of the total cost of the project.

· On receipt of your completed application form, you will be paid an amount equivalent to 75% of the grant amount awarded to you under the scheme.  

· On completion of works, and on receipt of photos and receipts in relation to expenditure incurred on your project, you will receive the balance of 25% grant payment due, up to a max of 75% of the total cost of your project.

All submissions for payment of the final 25% of the grant awarded must be forwarded to the Community & Enterprise Section by

 Friday 21st November 2008.

Please complete the application form overleaf and return to Community & Enterprise Section, Kildare County Council, Áras Chill Dara, Naas, by 20th March 2008. Final date for completion of work is 31st October 2008.
