Dear John, 

I refer to your e-mail of the today’s date seeking assistance in the filling out of the Progress Report on the above.  

Action 18 of the Kildare 2012 document “To prepare a Model Community Impact Assessment for use as an integral part of assessing developments in communities”, arises from Chapter 4 of the County Development Plan (Social Strategy) and policies CPS 4 and CPS 5.  

Policy CP4 of the County Development Plan 2005-2011 states that it is policy of the Council: 

“To work closely with the County Development Board to devise a model “community impact statement” that assesses the positive and negative impacts on communities of proposed development and which will facilitate the process of assessing applications”.  

As far as I am aware there have not been any direct dealings between the Forward Planning Unit and the County Development Board in this regard.  

However, the Forward Planning Team has prepared a Draft PPG on Social Infrastructure Assessment, in an effort to address Policy CPS 5 (Chapter 4) of the County Development Plan which states:  

“Applicants for significant developments will be required to submit a social infrastructure assessment, which demonstrates the facilities available to adequately service their development.  This should include details regarding the following essential facilities: education, childcare, health and others su ch as shops, banks, post offices and recreational facilities ”.  

The Draft PPG has been circulated to the Economic Planning and Development Strategic Policy Committee for their comment and for discussion at the next meeting.  

In my opinion, there are two different and separate “impact assessments” referred to above.   Policy CPS 4 relates specifically to the preparation of a Community Impact Assessment model, working closely with the County Development Board in its preparation.  Policy CPS 5 relates to applicants for development being required to submit a Social Infrastructure Assessment to accompany their applications (which we have brought to draft stage).  

It is hoped that the PPG on SIA may be of some assistance and might help to inform the Community Impact Assessment as per Policy CPS 4 above.  

Again, I am not aware of any direct contact between the CDB and Forward Planning in relation to devising a Model Community Impact Assessment and in this regard, I am not in a position to fill in the questionnaire fully.  I have filled it in roughly for your information.  If the CDB wishes to commence the preparation of the model Community Impact Assessment, I am sure that Forward Planning will be in a position to assist.  

As I am leaving Forward Planning from 5pm this evening, I suggest that perhaps future discussions on the topic, be directed through Nicolaas Louw, who takes over from 1st December 2006.
