What steps have taken place since the last reporting period in advancing the CDB action? 

Lead Agency:

· Work is continuing on mapping the available data for the Poverty Profile. Further datasets will not be available from the CSO until the 26th October and work on writing up the remainder of the Profile cannot be completed until these datasets have been analysed.

· Martina Roche attended the Lone Parents Initiative Seminar in May and it was very informative. She is currently writing up the final report for this project and it, along with the Final Evaluation report will be submitted to the Gender Equality unit before the end of September.

· Work on the “mini reports” from Census 2006 is ongoing and those completed to date should have been circulated to all of you. These reports will form a large part of the next Socio-economic profile, based on 2006 data, which will be completed early next year.

· David Prendergast is currently working on testing Instant Atlas software for displaying and downloading Census data.

Partner Agencies:

· A meeting of the Steering Committee of the County Research & Statistics Office (CRSO) to be arranged for October/November 2007 to discuss possible collaborative projects in 2008. 

What resources have been committed to or expended on the project to date?

Human;

· Kildare County Councils Research Officer is co-ordinating the action, and this position is being funded by Kildare County Council.

· David Prendergast (GIS/Research Intern) has a contract until March 2008.

Financial:

· Kildare County Council salaries: approx €75,000 in total.

· Both Martina Roche and David Prendergast have recently attended two-day training courses on SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences) to facilitate analysis of datasets for the Poverty Profile, the Socio Economic Profile and other research projects in the future. The total cost of this training was €1,400 and this was funded by Community & Enterprise, Kildare County Council.

What barriers, if any, have been experienced since the last reporting period?

· Unfortunately our huge workload recently has meant that we weren’t in a position consider projects that we could have collaborated with members of the Steering Committee on over the summer. However, we hope to arrange a meeting with the Steering Committee for October/November 2007 to discuss possible collaborations in 2008.
