What steps have taken place since the last reporting period in advancing the CDB action? 

Comhairle na nÓg was held 1st. December, 2006. Report written and distributed to CDB members, Councillors, County Manager and Directors.

Road safety course for all Comhairle members was provided in January, 2007. This was 50% funded to Comhairle and 50%by Mondello Park Racing Circuit where the course took place.

Dail na nÓg are recommending that all the other counties promote road safety courses to be carried out through the schools and that all the other Comhairli make DVD’s of their events, similar to Kildare.

Kildare is the first in the country to set up a link under the Kildare County Council website as a Youth Council Discussion Forum where Comhairle members will have access to their elected representatives in their own electoral areas.  To date there is a very good response from Councillors who are willing to engage with the process. The website will be promoted in Schools and youth organisations along with Comhairle in the coming months.
