BYE-LAW FOR THE CONTROL OF THE CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL IN DROICHEAD NUA, CO. KILDARE.

Droichead Nua Town Council being of the opinion that it is desirable in the interests of the common good of the local community in the Town of Droichead Nua that certain activities should be regulated and that a bye-law should be made for that purpose, the Council in exercise of the powers conferred on them by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001, and in accordance with the Local Government Act 2001 (Bye-laws) Regulations 2006 hereby makes the following bye-law:

1. This bye-law may be cited as the Droichead Nua Town Council (Control of Alcohol) Bye-Law 2006.

2.  This bye-law shall come into force on the 12th day of October 2006.

3.  In this bye-law:


“The Act” means the Local Government Act 2001;



“The Council” means The Droichead Nua Town Council;


“the Town” means the Town of Droichead Nua, in County Kildare, and 
includes all places within the functional area of the Council,  


“alcoholic drink” means any and every drink which contains alcohol to any 


extent and includes drinks which are advertised as being alcohol-free but 
which nonetheless contain some alcohol, but does not include any substance 
lawfully supplied by a pharmacist for the purpose of preventing, relieving or 
healing any illness;


“container” means any bottle, glass, jar, can, cup, carton or similar object used 


for the purpose of holding liquids or other substances;


“opened container” means any container which has been opened since its 
purchase or sale from any public house, supermarket or other retail premises; 

“public place” means any place in the Town to which the public have access as of right and includes any park, open space or green area provided, owned or under the control of the Council and used for the recreation of members of the public, and any river, stream or watercourse and any cemetery; schoolyard or church grounds; 

“authorised person” includes any person authorised by the Council and any member of the Garda Siochana for the purposes of this bye-law.

4.   No person shall consume or have in his possession or under his control in any public place in the Town any alcoholic drink in any container.

5.   Nothing in this bye-law shall prevent the carriage along any road or footpath of alcohol in a container which has not been opened since it was first sealed by the manufacturer or producer of the alcohol or the container.

6.   An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of this bye-law to leave the vicinity of the apparent contravention and move off or to refrain from any such breach, and such person shall forthwith comply with such request.

7.   Where an authorised person suspects, with reasonable cause, that a person has committed, is committing or is about to commit a breach of this bye-law or any article of it, he may demand that that person shall supply him with his name and full address, and such person shall forthwith comply with such request.

8.  Any person who obstructs or attempts to obstruct an authorised person from the exercise of any power conferred by this bye-law, shall be guilty of a breach of this bye-law.

9.  Pursuant to Section 205 of the Act a person who contravenes any provision of this bye-law, shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1904.60.

12.  Pursuant to Section 206 of the Act a person found contravening any provision of this bye-law may be served with a notice in the form attached by an authorised person specifying a fixed payment of €75 in respect of such contravention as an alternative to a prosecution for such contravention, and such notice shall specify a period of twenty-one days within which the payment must be made in order to avoid the prosecution.
