NAAS DEVELOPMENT PLAN 1998 

ALL BELOW HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHED
To cater for the growing needs of Naas a plan has been devised to secure the future for the next generation.
The problems begin with the need for schools for our young population. This will require the development of primary, secondary and if possible third level education facilities.
The need for affordable housing for local people out​lines the existing brain drain from Naas. People can live only where they can afford to live and this will be as close to work as possible.
Growth in the population of Naas in recent years will continue well into the next century and to cater for this requires the development of both roads and services.
The following plan sets out in simple terms the benefits to the community realised by the progressive approaches used by Naas Urban District Councillors in planning for the next five years.
It is one of the most imaginative and exciting plans ever devised and will bring Naas to a scale of excel​lence never before achieved.
We hope you will appreciate and support all our endeavours on your behalf and on behalf of future generations.

Millennium Park
The Millennium Park will attract high tech industry and will be a development similar to City West. Traffic to and from the park will be by way of a new motorway interchange similar to Citywest. This interchange will be provided by the Developer and will cost in excess of £5 Million.
One of the main attractions of the Park will be the pro​vision of a BROAD BAND CABLE costing nearly £5 Million. This will allow the Millennium Park to attract computer communication companies. It is anticipated that the Millennium Park will provide thousands of jobs for the people of Naas.
The Millennium Park link road will be the first phase of the inner relief road from Naas and will be built and funded by the Developer at a cost of Ten Million pounds. This will have no affect on the canal.
The revenue income to UDC will be in the region of €7 million annually and this money will be available for the improvement of Naas.
Education
The plan provides for the provision of the following education facilities:
Primary school on 5 acres of the de Burgh estate - title deeds gifted to Parish. The Department of Education approved this School and plans are presently being lodged at the Council. It is expected that the school will be ready next year.
•        Site for a Primary school at Craddockstown -5 acres. Four Acres to be given free of charge to expand the Vocational School which is to become A Community College
•        Site for School on Newbridge Road -4/5 acres
•        THIRD LEVEL OUTREACH CENTRE FOR NAAS (in partnership with Athlone RTC) at Millennium Park - 20 acres. This will be a major education facility for Naas. The Board of ATHLONE RTC has approved it and the first intake of students could begin next year.
All SITES HAVE BEEN GIVEN FREE OF CHARGE TO NAAS UDC
Water & Sewerage
The capacity of Osberstown treatment plant is being upgraded from an existing population capacity of 40,000 to 80,000 and to 120,000, which is more than sufficient.
The water supply for development in Naas will be of sufficient quality and quantity as required for the life of the plan.
In addition, the proposed Castlewarden water scheme will immediately increase the surplus water supply in the Naas area. This scheme will be completed in 2001.
New Water sources which will supply the future demands of Naas and the Kildare region well into the next century are being actively sought by Engineers working on behalf of Kildare County Council.
The Engineers have already identified major water sources in Kildare and in particular the Barrow River.
De Burgh Estate
The freehold ownership of de Burgh's woods and gardens extending to twenty acres will be handed over to the people of Naas. This will be a public park for your enjoyment.
Major and Mrs de Burgh, have a life tenancy in this area.
The Oldtown Gardens have been a labour of love for generations of the de Burgh family and are regarded by experts as being on a par with the Japanese Gardens in Kildare. The developers will fund the upkeep of the Gardens for a ten-year period.
The de Burgh estate development will also involve the following: -
1   Free site for new Primary School, ready next year,
2   New GAA Clubhouse and THREE Championship Pitches,
3   Low Density attractive quality housing,
4   120 Bedroom Hotel,
5   Multiplex Cinema,
6   Bowling Alley and Swimming Pool,
7   Business Park.
The Canal
The Canal is one of the Town's most famous amenities.
A new bridge like Tandy's Bridge will be built at the Motorway Bridge.
The people of Naas will still be able to use the Canal as at present.
It is planned to have a footbridge across the canal into the de Burgh's woods and Estate.
A green corridor is proposed along the canal so that no developer can spoil this amenity.
The UDC is planning for the provision of lighting so that walker's can enjoy this amenity at night.
There will be no bridge over the canal near Mill Lane or the Old Gas Works.
It is   our   aim to   implement a pedestrianisation Programme along the canal.

Road Improvements
Sallins Road
1.     The Council plan to widen the junction at
Hennessy's Garage, including an additional lane to
allow the free flow of traffic at this junction.

2.   We are committed to a Pedestrian crossing with lights at Hollywood Park.
3.    We are committed to making sure that all sources of revenue be found to focus in making the Sallins Road from Hennessy's to the Main Street adequate.
4    Sycamore Estate: This road will be closed to through traffic
The construction of new road connecting Sallins Road to Dublin Road through existing Sallins Road Car Park. This will be at the Developer's expense.
The road through Morell Park linking the Monread Road to the Sallins Road will be improved by the closing of the road adjacent the area of the New Community Park.
5.    Construction of New Road link from Monread junction across the Caragh Road and on to the Newbridge Road.
The town will have a series of Ring Roads, which will take traffic out of the Main Street.
•     It is envisaged planned to have a new one way traffic system as part of the Development Plan.
Car Parking Facilities
The plan provides for the building of two new multi​storey car parks. This will provide for over 1,300 Car Spaces in the Centre of Naas.
Sallins Road car park
The Council is at a detailed stage of negotiations with a developer to provide a multi-storey car park. This will cater for 600 cars.
St David's Car Park
A multi-storey car park catering for 750 cars is planned for this site. The development also includes a new supermarket site plus an improved road system and four-way junction at Murtagh's Corner. A one way sys​tem will go into operation with safety at the School a priority.
These two developments will greatly alleviate the cur​rent traffic congestion and parking problems on the main street.
Devoy Barracks
The Minister for Defence owns Devoy Barracks.
Following lengthy negotiations with the Minister for Defence. The Minister began at 15% contribution to the Community and after three sessions at his Office the Team had this increased to 33%. Now Seven acres of land has been given to Naas UDC free of charge.
Kildare County Council will purchase this land from Naas UDC.
NAAS UDC will use this money for major developments in Naas, such as:
Moat Club
New Sports Centre at Caragh Road.
Other Groups
The land at Devoy Barracks will be used to provide new offices for Kildare County Council - Naas UDC - The Motor Taxation Office.
THE TOWN HALL WILL BECOME A COMMUNITY CENTRE.
The Eastern Health Board will take over the present Kildare County Council offices. This Area will be a major Health Centre, which will allow Naas Hospital to achieve its true potential.
The Motor tax office will move from the Friary Road and will help to alleviate the traffic congestion on the Friary Road.
Houses for Naas People
A MAJOR NEW INITIATIVE FOR YOUNG NAAS COUPLES On the Blessington Road, five acres have been provided free of charge to Naas UDC as part of a landowners commitment to the community and the eventual sell​ing price of these houses will be greatly reduced since the site cost will not be included.
This unique project will allow young Naas people to live and work in Naas. It will be open to Naas People. Selling price €250k ------Naas first time buyer €140k

Industrial Land for Naas
At present we have no land in public ownership for industry. This plan provides for FIFTEEN ACRES to be provided free of charge to Naas UDC and will be avail​able for industrial development by the UDC
Naas UDC will be able to provide sites at low costs for new start up business.
Other benefits to Naas
•        The acquisition of St. David's castle and gardens.
•       The expansion and upgrading of Naas General Hospital
The conversion of the convent property adjacent to the church into a major Community and Educational Centre.
The Sisters of Mercy will donate ownership of the Moat to People of Naas as part of the Development Plan.
•       The building of a new fire station on the Newbridge Road.
The development of the Monread Park.
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
