Guidelines for Assistance to the Arts

1. Assistance will be restricted to “the arts” as defined in the Arts’ Act 1951.  These are painting, sculpture, 

 architecture, music, drama, literature, design in industry, cinema and the fine and applied arts generally.

2. Grant aid provided by Kildare County Council must be acknowledged in all publicity material associated with the programme of work. 

3. Assistance shall be given only in respect of an exhibition, activity or event which would, in the opinion of the Council, stimulate public interest in the arts, provide the knowledge, appreciation and practice of the arts, or assist in improving the standard and development of the arts.

4. Assistance shall be given only in respect of an exhibition or other event held in Co. Kildare.

5. The Organiser or organisation must be Kildare based.

6. An exhibition or event in respect of which assistance is given shall be held only in a premises which in the opinion of the council does not constitute a fire risk.

7. Assistance shall not be given in respect of commercial activities.

8. Assistance shall be by way of a money grant.

9. The maximum grant in respect of any exhibition, activity or other event shall be €380.

10. All applicants under the Arts Act Grant Scheme will be advised of Councils decisions in writing.

11. Payment of a grant will be in respect of specific activities and not towards the payment of former debts.

12. The payment of a grant is not be taken as an indication that an equal of any grant will be made to the organiser or organisation in respect of further exhibitions or other events held by the organiser or organisation.

13. Payment of the grant shall not be made until after an exhibition or other event has been held.

14. Applications for assistance should be made on the official application form. 

Applications shall include the following particulars:

(a) An up-to-date, certified statement of accounts.

(b) A description of the proposed exhibition or other event

(c) An estimate of the expenditure and income in respect of the project

(d) A declaration of grants or other assistance received or sought from other source

Apart from the foregoing applicants shall furnish such particulars or information, as the Council may deem necessary to consider an application.
